FAQs for Orientation to the Certified School Improvement Specialist (CSIS) Certification Process

If I participate in the Orientation am I obligated to apply for certification?

No, the orientation is a powerful reflective exercise to determine if you are ready and interested in pursuing CSIS Certification
If I decide to pursue certification after the Orientation, am I eligible? If you are responsible for improving the performance of students, teachers, and administrative staff at the school or district level this designation is for you.   Currently the certification has been given to:

· School improvement specialists 

· Principals

· Assistant Superintendents

· Superintendents
· Academic and instructional coaches
What is required to earn the CSIS?
This evidence-based certification requires you to:

1) Demonstrate the 10 standards through three years of sustained improvement in three metrics one of which must be student achievement.  

2) Attend the online Orientation 

You are not required to attend other classes, take a knowledge test, or become a member. 

Who offers the certification?
The certification is given by the International Society for Performance Improvement (ISPI), a 501 (c ) (3) organization located in Silver Spring, MD.   

What does the certification cost?

The fee for the certification is $695 plus the fee for the Orientation.
